County, Kansas. It is a First Class city offering excellent schools, good

churches, fair employment opportunities, and fine people with pleasant i
racial relations.

FAMILIES AND HOMESTEADS

Parsons has 603 Negro families who maintain 403 homesteads. (For
purposes of this classification, any adult, with or without spouse, or de-
pendents, but who maintains residence in Parsons is considered a family.

A place of residence for one or more families is considered a homestead.)
The population of city wards is distributed as follows:

Four hundred and fifteen families, or 867 individuals have telephone
contact in the immediate homestead as is indicated in this report. These
figures represent approximately 69% of the families and approximately
67% of the total population.

The average family includes 2.16 members; the average homestead
3.18 individuals. According to the family survey reports 403 families claim

ownership of their home, or are purchasers under contract. Twenty-eight
percent of the families are headed by females.

EDUCATION

Negroes attend six of the ten public schools with the following en-
rollment figures: Junior college 16, senior high school 20, Douglass junior
high 61, East junior high 6, West junior high 14, and Douglass elemen-
tary 192. The total public school enrollment is 323.

Enroliment in the two parochial schools is presently none, while the
private local business university has 20 students (all veterans) enrolled.

The current pre-school population is 134 children.

Fourteen adult residents hold the bachelor's degree; two the master’s
while 41 have diplomas, or their equivalent, from a two-year college pro-
gram. Of this group there are twelve public school teachers and 10 private
music teachers.

Douglass junior high division, organized in 1940, is the only fully o
accredited four-year separate junicr high school in the state and maintains
membership in the Kansas State High School Activities Association. Chap-

ter No. 446 of the National Honor Society was granted the school in 1946
and seven students now maintain membership. '
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Negroes have free and unrestricted use of the public library where

appreciable improvement is recently made, including materials by, for, and
about Negroes. '

BUSINESS

_Negroes own and operate 42 business places distributed as follows:
2 billiard parlors, 4 beer parlors, 9 cafes, 6 beauty shops for Negroes, 1
beauty shop for white people only, 1 soda fountain, 1 insurance agency,
2 barber shop for Negroes, 3 barber shops for white people only, 6 room-

ing houses, 4 shoeshine parlors, and 1 tailor shop. In addition, they operate
a funeral establishment.

RELIGION

Negroes worship in seven all-Negro churches though a scattered mi-
nority infrequently participate in “white” churches of faiths not represented
in the all-Negro group. There are two Missionary Baptist churches, one
African Methodist Episcopal, two Church of God in Christ, one Methodist,
and one Christian church. While not necessarily active members in any
specific local church, the numericdl strength of the major denominations
are: Baptist 599, Methcdist 328, Church of God in Christ 143, and Christian
T1. Total church following is 1151.

The local pastors are distributed thusly: Baptist 2, Methodist 3, Chris-
tian 1, and Church of God in Christ 1. Two local churches have out-of-
town pastors. There are 17 resident ministers who include 5 Baptist, S
Methodist, 5 Church of God in Christ and 2 Christian.

The seven churches operate Sunday schools with 29 regularly ap-
pointed teachers.

EMPLOYMENT

While job location figures are available conditions are not sufficiently
permanent to warrant inclusion in this report. However, the M-K-T Rail-
road Company, the Kansas Ordnance Plant, and the Parsons City Schools
rank first, second, and third, respectively, in the employment of Negroes.
In general Negro males follow, according to the survey, non-skilled jobs
void of organized labor benefits, while females do domestic work primarily.
Significant, however, is the fact that one A. F. of L. unit, the International
Brotherhood of Firemen and Oilers, Local No. 429, currently has a Negro
holding the office of Secretary-Treasurer. Meanwhile, the International
Brotherhood of Trainporters is engaged in litigations to allegedly maintain
job security.
